Playing Movies

Follow the instructions in this section to choose a location, play a movie, and control

playback.

Choosing a Location

You can use your MovieMate just about anywhere—in the living room, bedroom, or even
outside. You can use it with the subwoofer and screen, or simply project on a wall and use the
built-in audio system without the subwoofer.

The following pictures show three different setups:

Side Front

MovieMate doesn’t have to be directly in front of the : O
screen, but it has to face straight ahead (at a 90-degree angle
to the screen). If the image is too low, too high, or off to the
side, you can use the lens shift dials to adjust the position
(see page 16).

Playing Movies
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The further you place MovieMate from the screen, the larger the image will be.

If you want an image that fills the screen, place MovieMate about 6 1/2 feet away from it. The
following table lists the distances required for various image sizes (measured diagonally). Note
that the zoom adjustment also affects image size.

When setting up MovieMate, keep these considerations in mind:
B Make sure you don’t block the air vents on the sides.

B Make sure you place MovieMate within 10 feet of an electrical outlet, power strip, or
extension cord. You will need two sockets: one for MovieMate, and one for the
subwoofer.

B For the best sound, make sure the subwoofer faces toward you and away from the screen.

B Do not tilt the projector more than 5 degrees up or down.

Warning: Make sure the volume is not set too high, especially when you first plug in the
headphones. Listening to high volume sounds over an extended period can damage your hearing.
Sudden high volume can also damage your headphones.

Using Advanced Playback Controls

MovieMate 25 provides advanced features for looping videos or music tracks and selecting
titles, chapters, or tracks. On DVDs that include subtitles, multiple languages, or multiple
camera angles, you can use remote control for easy access to these features.

Repeating a Chapter, Title, or Track

You can select a chapter or title on a DVD to repeat continuously (or loop). You can also loop
a track on a music CD.

On a video DVD, you can repeat a chapter or title.
On a music CD, you can repeat one track or all tracks.

You can use the on-screen menu to set the start and end point for continuously repeating a
particular scene in a video (A-B repeat).

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Caring for MovieMate

MovieMate 25 needs little maintenance. All you need to do on a regular basis is keep the lens
clean. You also need to clean the air filter periodically to prevent overheating.

Warning: Before you clean any part of MovieMate, turn it off and unplug the power cord. Never
open any part of MovieMate, except as described in this User’s Guide. Dangerous electrical
voltages in the projector can injure you severely. Do not try to service this product yourself, except
as specifically explained in this User’s Guide.

The only parts you should replace are the lamp and air filter. If another part needs replacing,
contact Epson or a qualified servicer (see page 52).

Follow the instructions in this section to clean the lens and case, clean and replace the air
filter, replace the lamp, and store or transport MovieMate.

Cleaning the Lens

Clean the lens whenever you notice dirt or dust on the surface.
B Use a canister of compressed air to remove dust.

B To remove dirt or smears, use lens-cleaning paper. If necessary, moisten a soft cloth with
lens cleaner and gently wipe the lens surface.

Cleaning MovieMate’s Case

Before you clean the case, turn oftf MovieMate and unplug the power cord.
B To remove dirt or dust, wipe the case with a soft, dry, lint-free cloth.

B To remove stubborn dirt or stains, moisten a soft cloth with water and a neutral
detergent. Wring the cloth as dry as possible, then wipe the case.

Caution: Never use wax, alcohol, benzene, thinner, or other chemical detergents. These can
damage the case. Never spray cleaners directly on MovieMate.
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Cleaning and Replacing the Air Filter

Clean the air filters when dust builds up or when you see the following message:

The projector is overheating. Make sure nothing is blocking the air vents, and
clean or replace the air filter.

If the air filters are not cleaned periodically, they can become clogged with dust, preventing
proper ventilation. This can cause overheating and damage MovieMate.

2. Usea small vacuum cleaner designed for computers and
other office equipment to clean the filters, as shown.

If you cannot clean the removable filter or it is broken,
you need to replace it.

For instructions on changing the color
mode, see page 21. You can check how long the lamp has been used, as described on page 34.
If the number shown is close to the limit, make sure you have a spare lamp handy.

Note: Lamp life results vary depending on environmental conditions and usage. Turn the projector
off when not in use. Continuous 24-hour-a-day use may reduce the overall life of the entire product.

If
you do not have the original packaging, use equivalent materials, placing plenty of
cushioning around MovieMate. Be sure the carrier is capable of transporting fragile
equipment and is aware that MovieMate is fragile. Remove the lens cover and wrap it
separately.

B If you move MovieMate from a cold environment into a warm room, condensation
(moisture) may form internally or on the lens surface. To avoid damage that might be
caused by condensation, wait approximately an hour before using MovieMate. If
condensation forms, turn on the main power switch, then wait an hour or two before use.

B When you are hand-carrying MovieMate, remove all discs, close the tray, and make sure
the lens cover is securely in place. To avoid damaging the mesh covering the speakers, lift
MovieMate as shown below:
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Problem Solving

This section explains how to interpret MovieMate’s status lights, solve problems, and contact
technical support.

What To Do When the Lights Flash

The lights on top of MovieMate indicate its status and let you know when a problem occurs.

If all lights are off, make sure the power cable is connected correctly and the main power
switch is turned on.

The Image Off light is orange.

MovieMate is in sleep mode. Press the @ Power button to turn it on.

The Image On light is flashing green.

MovieMate is warming up. Wait for the picture to appear.

The Image Off light is flashing orange.

MovieMate is cooling down. Wait until the light stops flashing, then turn off the main power
switch.

The button is flashing green.

Press the button to return to normal operation.
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The § warning light is flashing orange.

High-speed cooling is in process. If MovieMate gets too hot again, projection stops
automatically. Make sure MovieMate is at least 8 inches away from the wall.

Clean or replace the air filters if necessary (see page 40). If you are using MovieMate at an
altitude above 4,900 feet (1500 meters), turn on High Altitude Mode (see page 34).

The -0: warning light is flashing orange.
The lamp needs to be replaced. See page 41.

The (©) Power button is flashing orange and green and the § warning light is
red.

MovieMate is too hot and has turned off the lamp. Make sure MovieMate is at least 8 inches
away from the wall.

Clean or replace the air filters if necessary (see page 40). If you are using MovieMate at an
altitude above 4,900 feet (1500 meters), turn on High Altitude Mode (see page 34).

Let MovieMate cool for five minutes, then turn it back on. If the status doesn’t change,
unplug MovieMate and contact Epson. See page 52.

The (&) Power button is flashing orange and green and the & warning light is
flashing red.

The lamp may be incorrectly installed, the lamp cover may be loose, or the lamp may be
broken. Turn off the power and check the lamp. See page 43. If the lamp is broken, or the
lights continue to flash after you turn the power back on, unplug the power cord and contact
Epson. See page 52.

The (&) Power button is flashing orange and green and the § warning light is
flashing red.

MovieMate has a problem with its fan or temperature sensor. Unplug the power cord and
contact Epson. See page 52.

The (©) Power button is flashing orange and green and both -0 § warning lights
are flashing red.

MovieMate may have an internal error. Turn off the power, then turn it back on. If the lights
continue to flash, unplug the power cord and contact Epson. See page 52.

B Make sure there are no fingerprints on the DVD.

The remote control doesn’t work.

B Make sure the toggle switch is in the correct postition: set to -123 to use the numeric
buttons, or to Func.- to use the other functions of these buttons.

B Make sure you're within 22 feet of MovieMate, and within range of its front or back
sensor (approximately 30° left or right, and 15° above or below).

B You may need to replace the remote control’s batteries. Make sure they’re inserted with
the positive (+) and negative (—) ends positioned as shown in the battery compartment.

B Some discs don’t support all of the remote control’s functions.

B Ifyou're using a “universal” remote control, it might not work with MovieMate. Epson
does not support any third-party remote controls.
